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Chairman’s message

The Western Australian Planning
Commission (WAPC) has state-wide
responsibility for urban, rural and
regional integrated and statutory land
use planning and land development.
The WAPC’s vision is to create better
places to live and work for all Western
Australian’s, while its mission is to
ensure the planning system develops
policy and enables planning decisions
for the long-term benefit of the Western
Australian community.

This Strategic Plan for the WAPC will guide our focus over the
next four years. The WAPC has taken a whole-of-government
approach to the development of a suite of high-level policies
setting out a long-term vision and strategy for coordinating
planning, infrastructure, transport, and environmental approval
processes.

The WAPC is a statutory authority under the Planning and
Development Act 2005, with responsibilities including:

e advising the Minister for Planning on strategic land
use planning and land development, legislation reform
and local planning schemes;

e making statutory decisions on a range of planning
application types;

e preparing, implementing and keeping under review
the State Planning Strategy to provide a vision for the
future development of Western Australia;

* preparing and amending State planning policies;

® approving integrated land use planning strategies
for the coordinated provision of transport and
infrastructure for land development;

e preparing and reviewing region schemes to cater
for anticipated growth; monitoring and forecasting
land supply throughout the State and developing
strategies to ensure the timely supply of affordable
residential land;

e researching and developing planning methods
and models relating to land use planning, land
development and associated matters; and

e acquiring land for public purpose reservations
in region planning schemes and negotiating
compensation for affected landowners.

The WAPC does this by assessing proposals, making decisions
and providing advice and recommendations to the Minister on
matters that impact land use planning. Our role is becoming
increasingly complex given the scale and nature of developments
that we consider. We research trends and data to ensure the
planning system responds to present and future challenges.
We also advise on the broader coordination of planning and
infrastructure issues through recommendations to the Minister
and Government. While the Minister is the primary recipient of
our direct advice and recommendations, the beneficiary is the
Western Australian community.

We have developed this Strategic Plan with these fundamental
requirements at its core. This is consistent with increasing
community expectations around the rigor and transparency of
our advice and processes.

Our five operating principles underpin our oversight of a
connected, credible, responsive, and accountable planning
system. These are used to guide our approach to decision-
making and strategic imperatives to ensure we act on behalf of
the communities of Western Australia and the broader public
interest.

e Leadership: The WAPC actively leads and
coordinates whole-of-government land-use planning
through its clear strategic direction, decision-making
and innovative solutions.

e Accountable: The WAPC provides advice to
Government and makes informed decisions in a
transparent manner that is consistent with its strategic
goals and objectives.

¢ Responsive: The WAPC is responsive to issues
of critical significance through effective integrated
strategic and statutory land use planning, land
development and infrastructure coordination in
Western Australia.

e Collaborative: The WAPC liaises and communicates
with stakeholders to enable ongoing understanding of
their diverse perspectives and takes their views into
consideration in its decision-making and advice.

e Corporate Governance: The WAPC practices
sound governance as a board of management. This
includes the ongoing review of the Strategic Plan and
meeting legislative requirements of the Planning and
Development Act 2005 and other relevant legislation.

Facilitating density around major transport infrastructure is a

key priority of the State Government’s METRONET initiative.

The WAPC'’s sub-regional land use planning and infrastructure
frameworks identify the most appropriate locations for density
close to urban corridors and METRONET station precincts. The
aim is to achieve significantly greater infill housing development
through policy levers and initiatives to facilitate Perth’s transition
into a smarter and more liveable city for a substantially increased
population.

The WAPC operates with the support of the Department of
Planning, Lands and Heritage which provides professional
technical expertise, advice, administrative services, and corporate
resources to assist us in our decision-making and advice to
Government and the wider community. On behalf of the WAPC,
